– Authorization to Advertise

Line of Duty Act 


Mrs. Reekes, Director of Finance, stated that the Line of Duty Act was created in 
1975 to provide a death benefit to public safety employees killed in the line of duty. 
Since the program began, claims have been paid out of the State’s general fund. The 
Act includes law enforcement and correctional offices, firefighters, EMTs and 
paramedics, and volunteer fire and rescue personnel. The Act provides the following 
benefits: 
· $100,000 one-time benefit payment to beneficiary at death due to unnatural causes.

· $25,000 one-time benefit payment to beneficiary at death due to specified work-related illness.

· Continuation of health insurance for:

· Employee/volunteer (in case of permanent disability)

· Spouse (in case of death or permanent disability)

· Children (in case of death or permanent disability)*

*Children are eligible to age 21; college students are eligible to age 25. Healthcare law changes do not impact this benefit.


Ms. Reekes explained that effective July 1, 2011, the cost of Line of Duty benefits
will shift from the State to the employing local government agency, which will be 
responsible for funding the cost of all active claims for health care benefits and future 
claims for death and health care benefits.  Localities have until June 30, 2012, to opt out 

of this program or the decision becomes irrevocable. However, if the County does not 

opt out of this program by June 30, 2011, it will be required to pay into the fund during 

FY12.

Virginia Housing Development Authority (VHDA) Low Income Housing  Tax Credits – Brunswick Commons  
     Mrs. Sullivan, Director of Planning, stated that Brunswick Commons, which is 
classified as a low-income, elderly development located in Brunswick County, is 
proposing to rehabilitate twenty-four (24) one-bedroom units.

Ms. Woolridge, County Administrator, stated that the Airport Commission has 
submitted the following recommendations for the Board’s consideration: 

· Set the price of the remaining aviation fuel (1,000 gallons) at $4.30 per gallon. Currently, Lawrenceville-Brunswick Airport has the lowest fuel price on the east coast ($4.00 per gallon). 

(Note: The existing fuel was purchased at $3.22 per gallon. However, if the Airport Commission was to purchase fuel at today’s rate, it would cost $4.33 per gallon).  

· Authorize the Airport Commission to set the price of aviation fuel at 15% per gallon above delivered price.  This offers the Airport Commission flexibility to remain competitive.  

· Approve $.05 cents per gallon discount on aviation fuel for non-profit organizations.
