Line of Duty Act 
     Keli Reekes, Director of Finance, stated that the Line of Duty Act was created in 
1975 to provide a death benefit to public safety employees killed in the line of duty. 
Since the program began, claims have been paid out of the State’s general fund. The 
Act includes law enforcement and correctional offices, firefighters, EMTs and 
paramedics, and volunteer fire and rescue personnel. 

Ms. Reekes explained that effective July 1, 2011, the cost of Line of Duty benefits
will shift from the State to the employing local government agency, which will be 
responsible for funding the cost of all active claims for health care benefits and future 
claims for death and health care benefits. Localities have until June 30, 2012, to opt out 

of this program or the decision becomes irrevocable. However, if the County does not 

opt out of this program by June 30, 2011, it will be required to pay into the fund during 

FY12. 
Local governments have the following options available to fund all liabilities 
associated with the Line of Duty Act:

1. Purchase coverage from the Line of Duty Fund managed by VRS. The State established the Line of Duty Fund with money borrowed from the VRS Life Insurance Fund to pay all benefits for FY11. Payment in FY12 directly funds existing/past claims statewide and Brunswick County has no existing or past claims at this point. This option includes Brunswick County with those Counties with a much higher volume of claims.
2. Opt out of the Line of Duty Fund and individually self fund. Brunswick County would engage the services of an actuary to project past and future liabilities, and self fund the exposure. This would be recorded as a liability on the locality’s balance sheet. Brunswick County would be responsible for funding:

· The cost of actuary services estimated to be $5,000; and

· Future liabilities and losses incurred but not yet reported. Line of Duty claims have a five year statute of limitations. Each locality is responsible for funding claims that occurred during that period even if the claims are unknown. Benefits include:

· $100,000 one-time benefit payment to beneficiary at death due to unnatural cause

· $25,000 one-time benefit payment to beneficiary at death due to specified work-related illness

· Continuation of health insurance for employee/volunteer, spouse, and children.

3. Opt out of the Line of Duty Fund and group self fund through VACoRP. 
Participating members would be able to self fund this exposure and would be jointly and severally liable for the claims that are incurred. This option does take into account the experience factor, or number of claims incurred for each locality. Additionally, VACoRP is offering claims, risk management, and administrative services to assist localities with understanding and controlling exposure. Participating localities would have to agree to the terms presented in the Addendum to the Member Agreement for VACorp. 
Staff recommends Option 3, to Opt out of the VRS Line of Duty Fund and participate 
in the Line of Duty Coverage provided through VACorp.

    Upon motion of Mr. Tyler, seconded by Mr. Finney, and unanimously carried, the 

Board approved Option 3, to opt out of the VRS Line of Duty Fund and participate in the 
Line of Duty Coverage provided through VACorp, with funding to be included in the 
FY12 budget and further adopted the following resolution: 

Irrevocable Election Not to Participate in Line of Duty Act Fund

WHEREAS, pursuant to Item 258 of the Appropriations Act, paragraph B, the Virginia General Assembly has established the Line of Duty Act Fund (the “Fund”) for the payment of benefits prescribed by and administered under the Line of Duty Act (Va. Code § 9.1-400 et seq.); and

WHEREAS, for purposes of administration of the Fund, a political subdivision with covered employees (including volunteers pursuant to paragraph B2 of Item 258 of the Appropriations Act) may make an irrevocable election on or before July 1, 2012, to be deemed a non-participating employer fully responsible for self-funding all benefits relating to its past and present covered employees under the Line of Duty Act from its own funds; and

WHEREAS, it is the intent of Brunswick County to make this irrevocable election to be a non-participating employer with respect to the Fund;

NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY RESOLVED that Brunswick County hereby elects to be deemed a non-participating employer fully responsible for self-funding all benefits relating to its past and present covered employees under the Line of Duty Act from its own funds; and it is further

RESOLVED that the following entities,

RESOLVED that Brunswick County shall reimburse the State Comptroller on no more than a monthly basis from documentation provided to it from the State Comptroller.

Schedule Public Hearing: Lake County Water Supply Plan and Conservation and Drought Response Plan   
     Mrs. Sullivan, Director of Planning, stated that in November 2005, the Virginia 

Regulation for Local and Regional Water Supply Planning, Virginia Code 25-780, was 

amended to require that all localities develop water supply plans and established the 
criteria which must be followed in development of the plan. In response to the severe 
drought of 1999-2002, the Virginia Water Supply Task Force was organized, and 
following their recommendations, the Virginia General Assembly authorized the 
Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ) to develop a statewide water supply plan. 

     In order to comply with the regulation, localities within Brunswick and Mecklenburg 
Counties agreed to collaborate on a regional plan. Participants in the regional plan 
include Brunswick County and its municipalities (Alberta, Brodnax, and Lawrenceville), 

and Mecklenburg County and its municipalities (Boydton, Chase City, Clarksville, 

LaCrosse, and South Hill).  
     The purpose of the water supply plan is to: 

· Ensure that adequate and safe drinking water is available; 

· Encourage, promote and protect all other beneficial uses of water; and

· Promote conservation 

     Upon motion of Mr. Tyler, seconded by Mr. Conner, and unanimously 

carried, the Board authorized the advertisement of a public hearing on the Lake Country 
Water Supply Plan and Conservation and Drought Response Plan for its June 15, 2011, 

regular meeting.

Uranium Mining Resolution    


Upon motion of Mr. Finney, seconded by Mr. Tyler, and unanimously carried, 

the Board adopted a resolution opposing the lifting of the moratorium on uranium 

mining in the Commonwealth of Virginia as follows: 
WHEREAS, the Brunswick County Board of Supervisors is aware of the proposal by Virginia Uranium Mining to lift the moratorium on uranium mining by the General Assembly, and;

WHEREAS, the area to be mined is located in the Coles Hill area of Pittsylvania County, adjoining the Banister River, and; 

WHEREAS, the area drains into Kerr Lake and then Lake Gaston, Lake Gaston is located in Brunswick County, both of which have been the driving force behind the continued growth of our County over the last 30 years, and;

WHEREAS, the probability that a dam failure cannot be ruled out due to the climate of Southside Virginia, with respect to our history of extreme flooding due to hurricanes, tropical storms, and severe thunderstorms and; 

WHEREAS, the long term effects of such a spill of uranium mining tailings into these two lakes would destroy our tourism industry upon which our economic engine has been driven by for over the past 3 decades, and;

WHEREAS, the citizens who use these water facilities would be negatively impacted due to the fact that these water impoundments would have to be shut down during any release of the uranium mining tailings, and therefore leave these citizens, business and industries without any available source of potable water. 

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that Brunswick County Board of Supervisors does hereby unanimously oppose the lifting of the moratorium on uranium mining in the Commonwealth of Virginia due to the dire consequences of a release of uranium mining tailings into Kerr Lake and Lake Gaston.

This alliance is 

similar to the initiative that has been recently formed by Virginia counties in 

Martinsville/Pittsylvania County area. Funding to participate is based on per capita 

share. Brunswick County’s share is $17,434 to be paid by the Industrial Development 

Authority (IDA).
